4. ENTRIES 
a) Competitors wishing to compete should register their intention with the OA by completing entry form. 
b) Deadline will be June 30th 2010 (date-stamp) 
c) Entry fee: A non-refundable entry fee of € 250,- shall be paid to the YCL until deadline.  

Entries will not be accepted until payment has been received. The team shall be entered on completion of registration and the 
payment of fee. All payments shall be made by electronic funds transfer to the following bank account or cash at the race 
office. 

d) Competitors from Switzerland can pay cash (€) when completing entry form.

e) Class rules and EC-Rules iV-30  

6. BOATS AND SAILS 
Yachts with valid measuring certificate of their national federation are authorized to compete in the event. Swedish Class Rules 
and/or Class Rules of the International 30sqm Skerry Cruiser Federation iV-30, form the basis of the measuring certificate. RRS-
Appendix G 1.1 doesn’t apply for foresail. 

7. SURVEYING  
Surveying will take place on Wednesday, July 28th from 12 00 hrs. 
Measuring will include mainsail and spinnaker-boom. Only controlled mainsails are allowed while racing. Check measurements can 
be made at all times. No initial surveying.  

8. CREW (including Skipper) 
The number of crew (including Skipper) shall be 4-5. 

9. EVENT FORMAT and SCORING 
a) A maximum of 9 races will be sailed. Each day there will be a max. of 3 races.  

Latest possibility for start will be 4:00 pm on Saturday July 31st, in case of 3 competitions. 
b) Low-Point-System for Racing Series. If 4, 5 or 6 races can be sailed, the highest score will be canceled. If there are more than 

6 races the highest two will be canceled.  
10. COURSE 

The course to be sailed will be a modified windward/leeward with port rounding. 
11. DISCLAIMER 

All those participating in the event do so at their own risk and responsibility. Competitors must acknowledge this prior to competing, 
and release the Organizing Authority and its sponsors and their respective office employees, volunteers and members from all 
liability by signing a form provided by the Organizing Authority. Further attention is drawn to confession of judgment clause of the
